Committee. Then the inaugural session was conducted in
Kattyan on 14" January and the chief guest were Dr. Sachin

Core activities by the Cell:
Personal counselling:

The central activity of the Cell is Personal Counselling.
The number of clients who took benefit of the counseling
services from June 2022 to April 2023 is as follows:

. 70 Girls
e 23 Boys
i 10 outside clients

As many as 3 to 8 individualized sessions were
conducted with each client as per the requirement. In
personal counseling sessions, issues like Self-esteem,
Confidence building, Assertive communication, Stress
Management, managing anxiety, Exam stress, Performance
anxiety, adjusting to changes, Career Guidance, Goal setting,
Handling conflicts, Family and Peer relationships,
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Acquisition of study skills, lack of concentration, disturbed
mood, suicidal thoughts, grief counseling and dealing with
post covid challenges etc. were addressed. Along with
students, parental counseling was also done whenever
required. Students with serious conditions like Depression
and suicidal tendencies are also helped with therapies. The
mainly practiced therapies by Cell include Eclectic
Approach, Person Centered Therapy, Rational Emotive
Behavior Therapy, etc. Complete confidentiality regarding
the revealed information by clients is strictly observed.

Activities for Junior College Students:
*  Group sessions were conducted on 6™ 13" August 2022.

e Some vacation activities were provided to students
which included poetry writing and painting on topics
such as ‘Say No to Loneliness and Yes to Friendship’,

° Counseling cell has been a part of an unique project
undertaken by Maharashtra State Faculty
Development Academy (MSFDA) and Institute for
Psychological Health (IPH) aimed to build emotion
friendly college campuses. The details of various
activities conducted under this project are elaborated
in separate report.

Committee of the College organized Add-on Courses and
Workshops across the five sections viz. Theatre, Dance,
Music, Literary, and Fine arts in which Youth Festival’s
competitions take place. For Theatre and Dance section
participants, Add-on Courses were organized to enhance
participants’ practical as well as theoretical knowledge.

a) Add-on Course in “Performing Arts - Theme based
Drama” was conducted for students of theatre section.
The resource persons for the course were Mr. Rohan
Kotekar, Mr. Abhijeet Mohite and Ms. Shreyasi Vaidya.
The guidance, expert knowledge shared by the resource
persons in practical as well as theoretical sessions was
useful for the students in order to understand screenplay
writing, performance manners and basics of theatre. The
duration of the course was 30 hours, commenced from July
18th to 5th August. A total of 20 student enrolled for the
course. Orientation session, Pre-test and Post-tests were
conducted in order to understand existing as well
enrichment in drama related knowledge of students.

b) Add-on course in ‘“Performing Arts — Theme based
Folk Dance”

The theme of the folk dance was Mishra Raas. Mishra
Raas is a popular dance form of the state of Gujrat. The
Resource Person for the course were Mr. Nishad Gadkari,
Ms. Rutuja Rane and Mrs. Prachi Rane. Along with practical
choreography of the dance, theoretical sessions were
conducted wherein the history of folk dance and the
performance structure was introduced to the students. The
duration of the course was 30 hours, commencing from
18th July to 12th August. A total of 10 student participants
enrolled for the course. Orientation session, practice
sessions, theory lectures Pre-test and Post-tests were
conducted in order to understand existing and enrichment
in dance related knowledge of students. The guidance,

expert knowledge and choreography skills of the resource
persons benefitted in excellent performance of participants
in the competition.

¢) “Workshop in Music” was conducted for Group song
students of Youth Festival. The resource persons were
Music Directors, Mr. Omkar Bhagwat and Mr. Aldrin
Bisanige. The workshop was conducted to upskill the music
as well as vocal skills of student participants. The resource
persons guided participants of Indian Group Song, Western
Group Song and Western vocal solo. Theory and Practice
sessions with accompanists and instrumentalists were
conducted. The Duration of the workshop was 30 hours,
commencing from 18th July to 3rd August. Total 6 student
participants enrolled for the Workshop. The expert
knowledge, experience and guidance of the resource persons
helped the participants immensely in their journey of
preparing for Youth Festival Competitions.

d) “Workshop in Fine arts” was conducted for Fine arts
participants. The resource person for the workshop was an
alumini of the College, Ms. Pratyusha Narvekar. As Fine
arts section includes events such as Clay- modeling,
Rangoli, Mehndi Designing, Cartooning, Poster-making, On
the spot painting, Collage- Making, Installations etc. -
practical training was given to the participants to enhance
their talents and upskill their creativity skills. The Duration
of the Fine arts workshop was 48 hours, commencing from
18th July to 3rd August. A total of 10 students enrolled for
the Workshop. The experience and knowledge of the
resource person as well as the materials provided by the
college for practice sessions immensely helped the student
participants in zonal and final rounds of Youth Festival.

e) “Workshop in Literary skills” was conducted for
participants of Literary section. The Resource persons for
the workshop were Asst. Prof. Manasi Jangam and
aluminous Mr. Prathameshwar Umbre, Ms. Gargee
Goregaonkar, Ms. Kimaya Tendulkar and Ms. Swarangi
Shelke. Workshop sessions were conducted to train
students for competitions such as Elocution, Story-telling,
Story-Writing, Debate etc. The Duration of the Literary
Skillsworkshop was conducted for 30 hours, commencing
from 18th July to 30th July. Total 9 Students enrolled for the
Literary Workshop. The variety of resource persons and
their expert knowledge and experience helped the student
participants immensely in enhancing their literary skills and
eventually helping them at the Zonal and Final rounds of
Youth Festival.

Department of Life Long Learning and Extension (DLLE)

Department of Life Long Learning and Extension with
its mission “To Reach the Unreached” focused on serving
college students, by inculcating the attitude of concern for
their surroundings, the society they live and the best way
they can use their acquired knowledge in attempting to
uplift the condition of the downtrodden. It offers extension
work projects encompassing social issues. The Students
of DLLE are awarded 10 additional marks at the final
examination on completing 120 hours in any of the extension
projects. In Academic Year 2022-2023, 202 students (35 boys
and 167 girls) were enrolled. The Extension projects offered
were SWS (Survey on the Status of Women in Society),
PEC (Population Education Club), APY (Annapurna
Yojana), CS (Career Project).

ISR through Research, Extension and
Skill Development Activities at Mokhada

Conceptualizing the Idea of Institutional Social
Responsibility

VPM'’s Joshi-Bedekar Autonomous college as part of
its larger academic movement, has initiated Research and
Extension activities at the community level to sensitize the
students about the sociocultural realities. True to our vision,
to impart holistic education to students through experiential
learning, outreach activities and pursuit of universal value
“Skill Development Project” was undertaken by college in
the month of June 22 at Mokhada Block with the CSR funds
(12,50,500/) given by Zuventus Health Care Ltd (Mumbai).
The purpose of these extension activities was to impart
skill-based training through Participative Action Plan
approach. The prime focus of the project was to create
gainful employment to village women for economic
sustenance.

Exploration of Possibilities through Community Survey

The project started in June 2022 in the villages of
Ranjanapada, Jamilpada, Redachapada and Poshera of
Mokhada block in association with NGO Parivartan Mahila
Sanstha. To initiate the action at first a field visit to the
project area was undertaken on 30th June 22. During the
visit a meeting was conducted with Panchyat Office Bearers,
NGO functionaries of Parivartan Mahila Sanstha in the
villages Pohera and Ranjan Pada of Mokhada Blockin the
presence of Principal Dr. Suchitra A. Naik, and Project
Associate Dr. Sangita Mohanty and Dr. Archana
Prabhudesai. A training session on how to conduct primary
survey in the rural area was conducted in college on 16th
August 22. A total of 25 student volunteers were trained
for conducting the survey. The process of survey in the 4
villages of Mokhada was started from 26th August 22. After
conducting the survey, two groups of beneficiaries were
formed with the help of Parivartan Mahila Sanstha for
tailoring field training. In a subsequent visit on 14th
November 2022, listing of raw material was done as per the
group’s preferences. Two boards were also displayed on
the entrance of villages to make them aware of our skill
development initiative. On the same day Children’s Day
was celebrated with children from the Three Padas.

Operationalization through Skill Training to Village
Women

With demarcation of the Participative Action Project
(PAP) area (Mokhada block) an action oriented review visit
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was conducted by a total of 4 teachers and 2 students. This
visit was to monitor the tailoring skill training imparted to
the beneficiaries of Rajanpada and Poshera village. In
Ranjanpada 15 women and in Poshera a group of 25
womenwere imparted with the tailoring skill. Accordingly
we understood they are also focusing on the stitching of
cloth bags. They stitched a few varieties of bags like samosa
bags, sling bags, handbag, triple pouch bag, small bag,
stationary bag, mobile holder etc. The beneficiaries were
enthusiastic to put up stall of the stitched bags in our intra
collegiate annual festival Navrang and around 3,530/- worth
bags were sold on 20th of Dec 2022.

In addition to this on the occasion of International
Conference on skill Development in college various items
of worth Rs.8000/- was sold with participation of 8
beneficiaries. And a sales promotion was done at Gadkari
Rangyatan on December 2022 through alumni association
of the college. A review visit was conducted on 25th January
2023, by a total of 3 students and 3 teachers at Ranjan Pada
and Poshera to take stock of the action and consequent
progress in implementing the project.

Final evaluation visit was conducted by Zuventus
Executives Mr. Jayant Khanjode , Ms. Sonia Rane, Principal
Dr. Suchitra A. Naik, Project Associate Dr. Sangita Mohanty
and Mr. Swapnil Mayekar on 2™ February 2023 . A meeting
with the beneficiaries was conducted in Ranjanpada village
in the presence of Parivartan Mahila Sanstha Director
Ms.Varsha Parchure to develop marketing strategy and
branding of the product.

Future Action Plan

In an extension of the existing project Zuventus
Healthcre Ltd extended a grant of Rs. 27, 92,000/ to develop
the existing skill with modern tools. The college would be a
catalyst in providing necessary assistance to brand their
product, developing an effective entrepreneurship culture
and viable business model. In this second phase our work
will extend to 4 new villages namely Dhamodi, Munjyachi -
met, Ghoshali and Morhande.

With
Knimbus facility, on a single platform, students can get
e-books, journals, multimedia resources from various
publishers. Library also renewed its subscription for
ProQuest database for the academic year. NLIST access
facility is also renewed for providing access to the digital
resource made available by INFLIBNET. Training program
for students and teachers was conducted to make them
familiar with the digital resources and also promoting the
online access.

Library received grant of Rs. 330400 from University
of Mumbai towards * The University of Mumbai Book Bank
Scheme for SC/ST/DT/NT students. 1613 text books have
been added to the Book Bank Section during the year to
make the total 15623. University of Mumbai Book Bank
facility is availed by 334 students and 2841 books have
been issued to them form the library under the scheme.

Pradnya Parisar Prakalp is an unique project
undertaken by Maharashtra State Faculty Development
Academy (MSFDA) in collaboration with Institute for
Psychological Health (IPH).

The training of this core team was conducted from 1st
to 5th August at Savitribai Phule University, Pune. This
training has covered the understanding of nature of
emotions, thoughts and self-talk perpetuated by them,
behavior/actions that are result of emotions as well as self-
talk. It also included a drawing of a broad plan of activities
to be conducted in respective colleges after the training, in
the span of coming 3 years.

Selection and training of team for further implementation
of project at college level

Next, a team of various teaching and non teaching
staff members as well as students was formulated and a
short training program was carried out for them. This training
included sessions on Education about Emotions (presented
by Prof. Vedavati Paranjape) and From Event to experience
(presented by Prof. Shivaji Naik). The second part of training
included taking inputs from participants about which new
activities they can plan keeping in mind Pradnya Parisar
project guidelines as well as which suitable changes can be
made in existing programs/activities. Several ideas were
generated in this session (outline below in the section of
‘the way ahead’) and plan for implementation of Pradnya
Parisar Prakalp at college level was chalked out. Two
sessions of this training program were conducted on 12th
and 16th December, 2022.

Activities carried out till now

Various activities were carried out till now which have
endeavoured to capture and actualise essence of Pradnya
Parisar Prakalp. These can be summarized as follows:

1. A white board was installed in the office, to facilitate
expression of emotions and thoughts for non teaching
staff. A quote or a thought is written on this board
everyday.

2. Bhondla- a traditional Maharashtrian program of
singing songs and mingling performed during Navratri
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was organized by Women’s Development Committee
on 21st October, 2022 to facilitate feelings of
camaraderie and experience joy. The program was
open to all teaching/non teaching members as well as
students.

Informal talks about emotions and self-talk with
students of different classes were carried out by
Prof. Shivaji Naik.

A series of interactive workshops named Restoring
Minds was carried out for students of First Year. It
aimed to help students learn certain skills in study,
goal setting and maintaining discipline. The
workshops also included teaching the students self
expression and identification of their own thoughts
and behavior. These workshops were carried out from
12th to 21st October, 2022 by a group of our own
alumni-Unplug. 840 students studying in First Year of
various streams have attended this program.

A Self-Talk Event was introduced and conducted in
annual college festival- Navrang on 21st December,
2022. This event has encouraged students to identify
and express their thoughts and self-talk. 12 students
have participated in this event.

A session was conducted on Emotions: Awareness
and Management by Prof. Surabhi Khare in NSS camp
on 12th December, 2022. The aim was to create
awareness about emotions experienced by oneself and
learn to manage them.

Palak Shala- a workshop for parents was conducted
by Principal Dr. Suchitra Naik and Prof. Anjali
Purandare on 3rd December, 2022. It has helped
parents to develop various parenting skills.

Step Forward- Towards the Dream is flagship program
of Psychology Department that aims at providing
students with career guidance for path ahead of
graduation. In line with the spirit of Pradnya Parisar,
this year, department has invited 4 of the alumni
working in different specializations of Psychology.
The purpose behind inviting alumni is to provide
students with young role models and feel inspired
with their journey. Interactive sessions were carried
out with each of the guests, followed by Question
Answer session of students. The program was carried
out on 14th January, 2023 and was attended by 91
students of various colleges form Mumbai. This
seminar has also reduced the number of formalities
that typically lengthen the programs and aimed at
crisp, succinct presentation of theme, thus making it
amemorable experience for audience.

The movie ‘Gandhi’ was screened for students of MA
Psychology on 2nd February 2023 and detailed
discussion about the self talk and emotions with



respect to life and work of Mahatma Gandhi was
carried out. All 25 students of MA Psychology
attended this program.

10. The movie ‘Inside Out’ was screened for students of
students of B.Com (Accounting and Finance) on 1st
March 2023 and discussion about emotions, their
nature and expression of emotions was carried out.
60 students have attended this program.

11.  An online meeting was carried out with Dr. Anand
Nadkarni on 1st March 2023. This meeting aimed to
take feedback of the activities conducted, follow-up
and future planning. A team of 12 people including
teachers, non-teaching staff and library staff have
attended this meeting.

12. Department of Philosophy, Department of
Psychology, and Counselling Cell have organized a
One-Day Workshop on Philosophical Praxis through
Communication. The workshop aimed at helping
students be aware of various ideas and skills of
communication from therapy point of view. The
workshop was conducted on 9th March 2023.
Opening Session explaining fundamentals of
Philosophy, Philosophical Praxis and Communication
was conducted by Principal Dr. Suchitra Naik and an
Experiential session on building communication
abilities for dialogue with self as well as others was
conducted by Prof. Vedavati Paranjape. 47 students
from PG and UG have attended the Workshop.

The Way Ahead’

In view of the proposed implementation of the National
Education Policy 2020, VPM’s K. G. Joshi College of Arts
and N. G. Bedekar College of Commerce (Autonomous),
Thaneand Ramanand Arya D.A.V. College (Autonomous),
Bhandup in collaboration with University of Mumbai
organized a One Day Seminar on ‘Implementation of
National Education Policy 2020: The Way Ahead’on
Wednesday, 1st February 2023 in Panini Auditorium.. The
objective was to familiarize teachers and academic decision-
makers with the structural changes in course structure,
curricula and evaluation. This would also be an opportunity
to visualize difficulties that may arise and to provide inputs
regarding smooth transition.

In the inaugural session, Principal Dr. Suchitra Naik
emphasized the need to bring together the educational ideas
of Swami Vivekananda and the ‘practical education’
framework of Mahatma Gandhi. She exhorted the teachers
to be prepared to accept the challenge of developing courses
based on learning through action. Secretaryof Vidya Prasarak
Mandal Shri.JayantKayal was present on the occasion and
wished success to the deliberations of the day.

The Keynote address was delivered by Dr. Nitin
Karmalkar, Chairman, Committee of NEP Implementation of
NEP 2020, and former Vice-Chancellor of Savitribai Phule
Pune University. Dr. Karmalkar pointed out that NEP aims
at Indianizing higher education to meet Indian needs. He
brought out the importance ofdesigning learner-centred,
multidisciplinary curricular framework that incorporates
experiential learning through internship and projects work.
He also highlighted the need to encourage academia-
industry linkages and applied research.

Hon. Prof. (Dr.) Digambar T. Shirke, Acting Vice
Chancellor, University of Mumbai also graced the occasion
and reiterated on the role of every stakeholders in the
implementation of NEP. Dr. Ajay Bhamare, Acting Pro Vice
Chancellor of University of Mumbai and Principal of
D. A.V. College also spoke on the occasion and appreciated
all the efforts taken by the institution to organise the
seminar. Dr. Mahesh Bedekar, VPM assured that the
management of the college would extend all support for the
implementation of NEP.

In the first session, Dr. B. N. Jagtap, Chairman of the
Governing Council of S. N. Bose Centre for Basic Sciences
(Kolkata) and Chairman of Research Council of National
Institute of Science Communication and Policy Research

(New Delhi) spoke on ‘NEP 2020 - Objectives and Academic
Reforms’. He underlined the need to grasp the spirit of the
NEP, which aims at disrupting traditional curricula by
emphasizing skill components. Instead it prioritises
economic empowerment, economic development and
demand side stakeholders such as students, industry and
society at large. NEP addresses this through structural
reforms intended to end prevalent fragmentation in the
affiliation-based state university systems and by
encouraging community engagement. He described in detail
the proposed course structure in terms of the ‘Baskets’ of
faculties, core courses, skill enhancement courses, value
added courses and multidisciplinary courses. He also
touched upon the issues related to formalizing experiential
learning and community engagement.

In the second session, Dr. R. D. Kulkarni, former Pro
Vice chancellor of University of Mumbai and member,
Committee of Implementation of NEP 2020 spoke on ‘IDP,
Academic Bank of Credits and Evaluation Reforms’. He
elaborated upon the need for a well-thought out Institutional
Development Plan and explained how Academic Bank of
Credits will provide a platform to ensure equivalence of
courses and programmes. He also emphasised the need for
reforms in the evaluation process in keeping with the
NEP 2020 objectives and curricular framework.

The third session was on ‘Role of Stakeholders in
NEP Implementation’. Shri. Anand Mapuskar, eminent
educationist and career counsellor emphasized the
importance of the role played by students, parents,
NGOs and industry in shaping the new framework
under NEP 2020.

Indiais one of the key players of Group of Global
South. A question may arise in the mind about what
is Global South. The simple answer to this question
is Global South is a grouping of the countries from
the continents of Asia, Africa and Latin America. Most
the times South American continent is also termed as
Latin America. On 20" April 2023 RuchiraKamboj,
the Permanent Representative of India to the United
Nations talked about the Indian role and initiatives
about the Global South. India, at present is presiding
over the G20.

G20 was formed in the year 1999 in order to
promote the economic cooperation at an international
level. The members of G20 include Argentina,
Australia, Brazil, Canada, China, France, Germany,
India, Indonesia, Italy, Japan, Republic of Korea,
Mexico, Russia, Saudi Arabia, South Africa, Tiirkiye,
United Kingdom and United States and the European
Union.

According to experts the GDP of the G20
countries as a group stands at 85% of the GDP of
the world. As far as population is considered G20
countries are home for around two-thirds people of
the globe. The contribution of this Group to the world
trade is around 75%. It constitutes for about two-
thirds of the world population. We have talked about
G-20 here because India is chairing this group at
present.

India is trying to be an important player in the
Group of Global South. The economically developed
countries in the world are called as the Global North
and economically developing countries in the world
are referred as Global South. Hence, it is quite clear
that India represents the Global South. Rather, one
should say that India is a major player in the Group
of Global South. India’s journey towards economic
development is fantastic. We are one of the major
economies in the world. According to the report
published in 2023 India has emerged as the fifth
largest economy in the world. It has replaced United

garfereda

Kingdom from this coveted place. It shows the
tremendous development India is achieving with every
passing day. The GDP of India stands at whopping
amount of 3.75 trillion US Dollars. Hence, India in
near future is definitely going to play pivotal role at
world stage. In order to consolidate its position India
needs to work more closely with the Global South.
We need to integrate our economic needs and goals
with Global South. One can say that most of the
Global South countries are located in South America,
Africaand Asia.

Historically, these countries have been colonized,
ruled and often economically exploited by the
Europeans. This is one of the reasons for these
countries to lag behind the Global North in respect
with development. The Global South countries are
rich in natural resources. The important Minerals
found in South America are bauxite, iron-ore, copper,
nickel, etc. As far as African continent is concerned
itis having tremendous deposits of gold, the most
precious metal at this point of human history. Apart
from gold there are reserves of diamond, cobalt,
uranium and platinum in Africa. It makes Africa one
of the richest continents as far as mineral and natural
resources are concerned. Asia is also rich in the areas
like oil, natural gas, iron-ore, bauxite, mica, coal, zinc,
tungsten, etc.

South America has its own culture and food
traditions. Mainly from fifteen century onwards the
Europeans started organising sea voyages which led
to the geographical discoveries. The Europeans not
only discovered the sea routes connecting Europe
with Africa and Asia but also discovered the lands
unknown to them earlier. One of such land was
America. Europeans from sixteenth century onwards
started migrating on large scale to North and South
America. As far as North America was concerned it
was colonized by French, British and Spanish. Later
on British forced the French to leave Canada and
today’s United States of America and Canada
became the colonies of Britain. Of course, in the



beginning there were thirteen British colonies located
on the coast of America. These colonies revolted
against British rule and the country called as United
States of America emerged on the map of the world
in western hemisphere. Some of the other parts of
the USA were under the control of Spain. One of
the southern states in USA viz. Louisiana was
controlled by France. Hence, itis very interesting to
know how present day USA came into existence.

As mentioned earlier, most of the parts of South
America were controlled by Spain. Brazil was the
colony of Portugal. Before the arrival of the
Europeans in this part of the world i.e. North and
South America and its colonisation, the native Indians
used to live in these areas. They were called as the
Red Indians by the Europeans. The Red Indians had
developed their unique style of living and civilisations
such as Aztec, Mayan, Inca, etc.

Like Americas Europeans established their rule
on various countries of Africa as well. Not only so
but most of the countries from different parts of Asia
1.e. West, Central, South, South East and Far East
were also colonised by the Europeans. Even the
Oceania was colonised by the Europeans. The
countries like Australia, New Zealand, Fiji, etc. are
called as Oceania.

As mentioned above due to colonisation and
subsequent exploitation most of the countries of South
America, Africa and Asia have historically remained
backward. They have remained behind the highly
industrial and economically developed countries from
Europe, North America (USA and Canada) and
Australia and New Zealand (Oceania).The
economically less developed countries are termed
as Global South. In Asia an exception is that of Japan.
In spite of being located in Asia, a home for most of
the Global South, Japan is a part of Global North as
ithas achieved marvelous development in almost all
areas.

India has a major role to play in Global South
due to the size of its economy and potential of further
accelerated economic growth. Apart fromit, India is
akey player in the international politicshaving good
relations or what we call as working relationship with
major power blocks like European Union, United
States, Russia, G-20, G-77, BRICS, etc. India can
certainly lead and guide the Global South. China is
trying to be the Superpower challenging USA. In
order to achieve this goal China is planning to
influence the Global South and other international
forums. But, one can say that India will always be a
much better option for China. Chinese behavior is
hegemonic and it always tries to exploit the others
for its own benefits. In case of India, it is a track
record rather a history that we believe in helping others
and mutual development and betterment. India firmly
believes in the principle of Vasudhaiv Kutumbakam
meaning whole world is our family. Hence, everything
should be shared with each other and live in harmony
by helping every member of the family or a group.

India as mentioned above, has a global standing
and positive image in international outfits like United
Nations Organisation and shares good bonds with
powerful countries in the world. Global South can
benefit out of this goodwill of India. The Global South
needs help from United Nations, European Union
and major Powers like United States in the areas
like clean energy, health, clean drinking water,
education, sharing the technical know-how and new
age technologies, integration of Global South
economies with Global North so on and so forth.
